In 2024, the fund offered grants up  to $2500 to be used by community organizations to support
events during Ocean Week Canada. The grant program was announced in December 2023 and
the grant portal closed in February 2024. In March, 49 grants were awarded with over $111,800 in
funding (total) for events held May and June 2024. 

The program received 140 complete applications for events, requesting a total of $277,462 in
funding for community ocean literacy events in French, English and multiple Indigenous
languages across Canada. The majority of events were geared at people of all ages, and
involved collaborations or partnerships between several community organizations. Over 84% of
the applications were for in-person and hybrid events.
